Demolition Activity 
Building demolition work is currently planned to occur along Waterman St. (between South 
St. and the railroad tracks), along Livernois Ave. (between South St. and the railroad 
tracks), along W. Jefferson Ave. (between S Post St. and Waterman St. and the railroad 
tracks), and along Military St. (between Fort St. and the railroad tracks). Intermittent lane 
closures are expected along various streets throughout the footprint. Turf restoration may 
also be occurring on parcels throughout the footprint.
